Silence teaches dependence on God
Psalm 46:10 (p 649)
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« Aaron knew his sons were wrong
Could he have felt guilt in his own heart?
Psalm 39:9 (p 644)

When we defend the guilty, we show disrespect for
God and His word

Romans 1:24-32 (p 1294)
Blood is NOT thicker than water
Matthew 10:34-39 (p 1122)
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» Aaron knew you can't fight God and win

God is right. God is holy.
Romans 1:16-18 (p 1294)

Abraham understood the righteousness of God
Genesis 18:25 (p 17)
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« Aaron loved the Lord God

Worship of God is to be HOLY and REVERENT
Leviticus 10:3 (p 121)

BY THOSE WHO COME NEAR ME | MUST BE REGARDED AS
HOLY; AND BEFORE ALL THE PEOPLE | MUST BE GLORIFIED!

But the LORD is in his holy Temple. Let all the
earth be silent before him
