 The younger son, or the prodigal son, left his home to see the world with his 

fortunes but found himself lost and without a home.  Sometimes we stray, like the 

younger son, turn away from God and our family (the church), finding ourselves lost. 

Just as the younger son repented and returned home, we can always return to God, 

asking Him to forgive us.  And just like the father in the story, God will always forgive 

and celebrate when we return to Him. 

 The older son stayed and was always faithful to the Father, just as many Chris-

tians are.  But the older son was jealous when the younger son received special 

treatment.  The father pointed out that He never stopped loving him and everything
