THE IMPORTANCE OF DOCTRINE
Teaching Sound Doctrine is Required of Faithful Elders, 

Servants, Preachers, Teachers, and Members
ÅActs 2:42ςDevoted themselves to the Apostles Teaching
ÅActs 20:28ςCare for the church of God! 
ÅTitus 1:9ςan Elder must hold firm to the trustworthy word 
as taught, so that he may be able to give instruction in 
sound doctrine and also to rebuke those who contradict it.
Å1 Timothy 1:3 - remain at Ephesus so that you may charge 
certain persons not to teach any different doctrine,
Å1 Timothy 1:10-11and whatever else is contrary to sound 
doctrine, 
Å2 Timothy 1:13Follow the pattern of the sound words
ÅTitus 2:1teach what accords with sound doctrine.
