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CONSUMER CHRISTIANITY 
IS NOT BIBLICAL 

 

And yet modern Christianity is all about     
being a self-centered "consumer" rather than 

being a Christ-centered "giver."  How many times have you heard this from Christians who have left a church? 

"The worship music/singing wasn't good enough for ME." 

"The preaching isn't MY style." 

"They are not feeding ME there." 

In other words, modern Christians act as if the church has become a manufacturing facility of "products" and 
they are "quality control officers." 

Rather than be CONTRIBUTING Christians, they have become CONSUMER Christians - Christians that "go 
to church" to BE SERVED rather than TO SERVE. 

Spoiler alert: 

- The church is NOT a manufacturing facility 

- The church does NOT produce products 

- The church does NOT exist to please you, it exists to please God and to bring the Kingdom of God to        
fulfillment in this earth.  

A CONSUMER CHRISTIAN: 

Comes to BE SERVED 

Acts ENTITLED to what they don't have 

Complains that nothing is ever GOOD ENOUGH 

Blames EVERYONE ELSE for every problem 

Focuses on their OWN PREFERENCES 

Commits only if they will GAIN from following Christ 

Jumps FROM church, TO church, to church... 
 

A CONTRIBUTOR CHRISTIAN: 

Comes TO SERVE (Mark 9:35) 

Acts GRATEFUL for what they have (Colossians 3:15) 

Rejoices in what IS GOOD (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18) 

Acknowledges THEIR PART in the problems (1 John 1:8-10) 

Focuses on NEEDS OF OTHERS (Philippians 2:3-8) 

Commits to SACRIFICE for following Christ (Matthew 16:24-26) 

Plants in A CHURCH , and helps it flourish (Romans 12, 1 Corinthians 12)
