� “The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not 
the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which 
we break, is it not the communion of the body of 
Christ?”  (NKJV)
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Fellowship (KOINONIA / κοινωνία)

� (a) companionship, company, associate (vb.); (b) the 
community of interest, activity, feeling or 
experience, i.e., a unified body of people of equal 
rank sharing in common interests, goals, and 
characteristics, etc.; (c) partnership, membership  
(Webster’s New Collegiate Dictionary)

� (a) “to share together, take part together” in the 
sense of partnership or participation, and (b) “to 
share with” in the sense of giving to others.  
(Theological Dict. of the N.T.)
