Praying Effectively

The progression of the Church Year from Lent to
Holy Week to Easter tells us something about what
happens when we pray. The number 40 in scripture,
whether it’s 40 years or 40 days, represents a really
long time. The kind of long time that a person could
give up on thinking it was going to end. The kind of
long time that feels hard to endure. The 40 days of
Lent represent the 40 days Jesus spent in the
wilderness being tempted by Satan before beginning
his ministry. It’s also reminiscent of the 40 years
spent in the wilderness learning to trust God to develop the kind of faith needed by
the people to be able to take possession of the Promised Land. Noah was also on
the ark with all those animals with no land in sight for 40 days. Time and again
scripture tells us not to give up on prayer- to keep pressing in and keep praying
until our prayers are answered; even when it seems to take a really long time. We
are meant to use that time putting into practice the teaching of scripture. We need
to give thanks in all circumstances, and to spend time in God’s Word being
reminded of His promises to us and His steadfast love for us, thereby gaining
strength and encouragement. We need to learn to praise God constantly (in other
words regardless of our circumstances) because He is always worthy of our praise,
and complaining doesn’t tend to be a good idea. This doesn’t mean we can’t bring
our requests and needs to the Lord, it means we bring them with the full
confidence that He will respond with abundance.

In Ephesians 3:20 Paul gives praise and glory to God “who by the power at
work within us is able to do exceedingly abundantly more than all we can ask or
imagine.” God’s blessings and goodness will never cease to amaze us when we
walk faithfully with Him. However His answers to prayer unfold in His perfect
timing- which means it may not happen as fast as we would like. Sometimes the
answers to our prayers take longer because things are being lined up to bring about
the perfect convergence of circumstances needed for it all to come together.
Sometimes there is something we still need to learn in the waiting and trusting.
We are not to expect to have complete understanding of the why, only to trust and
to know that the One who knows all things and can do anything has matters in His
hands. In the waiting we continue to pray. Just as this season of 40 days of prayer
and fasting (of a disciplined pressing in to prayer and growing in our relationship
with the Lord) ends with the joyful celebration of the resurrection on Easter
morning so can we be confident that the Lord hears our prayers and will bring to
us new life and blessings of His presence and His grace that are beyond our
expectations. As Christians we can always know, no matter what we are facing
and no matter how long it may take, Easter is coming.

Happiness Habit: See God’s Bigger Picture

“I want you to know, my dear brothers and
sistas, that everything that has happened to me

If you want to be a happy person, you need to atevery problem from
look at every problem from God’s viewpoint. God'’s viewpoint.
Happy people have a larger perspective. They see
the big picture. When you don’t see things from PSS ot
God’s point of view, you get discouraged, R, = .. =
frustrated, and unhappy. 7 AT
No matter what’s going on in your life — the
good, the bad, and the ugly, God is working out a
plan. Paul knew this. He says in Philippians 1:12, Zas S
“I want you to know, my dear brothers and . -
sisters, that everything that has happened to me here has helped to spread the Good News”
(NLT).
Ever since Paul became a Christian on the road to Damascus, he had dreamed one great dream:
He wanted to preach in Rome, the center of the universe at the time. His dream was to preach the
Gospel in the most important city in the world.
But God had another idea. Instead of sending Paul to Rome to preach crusades, God made him a
royal prisoner of Caesar, who was at that time Nero. Nero was about as wicked and as bad as you
can get.
As a royal prisoner, Paul was chained to a royal guard 24 hours a day for two years, and the
guard was changed every four hours. Over two years in prison, he witnessed to 4,380 guards.
Who’s the real prisoner here? Who had the captive audience?
This wasn’t Paul’s plan, but it was God’s all along. There were two results of it that we know for
sure.
Philippians 4 says that within two years, some of Nero’s own family had become believers
because of Paul’s witness in the royal court in Rome.
Secondly, it’s kind of hard to get a guy like Paul to stop moving. In prison, he was forced to be
still and, as a result, wrote most of the New Testament. I wonder which had a bigger impact: his
preaching in the Colosseum or the books he wrote, such as Romans, First and Second
Corinthians, Galatians, Ephesians, Philippians, and Colossians. These seven books have revealed
Jesus to millions of people over the years?
Paul knew that God had a bigger plan, and he could be happy because he saw what God was
doing through his problem.
Any time you have a problem that’s starting to get you down, you need to do what Paul did —
learn to see it from God’s point of view. Ask, “What is God doing here? What’s the bigger
picture? What’s the bigger perspective?” Then you’ll be able to face the problem in faith.
