Hezekiah did right despite his family 

ÅThe saying, ñthe apple doesnôt fall far from the tree,ò 

speaks of the influence our parents have over us. 

ÅHezekiahôs father, Ahaz, was an ungodly reprobate who 

led Judah into idolatry and rebellion ï 2 Kgs. 16:1-4; 2 

Chron. 28:22-25 

ÅNothing about Hezekiahôs immediate family would have 

led him to his righteous stand for Godébut he took 

that stand! 

ïHezekiah chose to believe God and His word ï Prov. 14:12; 

12:28 

ïThere were no excuses, no blaming his upbringingðhe chose 

God and life ï Ezek. 18:14, 17; Mt. 10:37  



Hezekiah did right despite his age 

ÅHis father was 11 when Hezekiah was born and died at 36. 

Hezekiah became king at 25 yrs. ï 2 Kings 16:2; 18:2 

ÅNothing about the timing of his life pointed toward him 

being a good or righteous king! ï 2 Kings 18:3 

ÅHezekiah gives us hope for all future generations! 

ïWhen Satan seeks to discourage us about the future of Godôs 

people, we must remember Hezekiah! 

ïRather than the decay of virtue growing worse and worse, God 

raised up Hezekiah, a son of David! 

ïGodôs word will continue to do its job ï Isa. 55:10-11
